Before planting a tree on a city right-of-way (a street
tree), you need to obtain a permit from the Urban
Forestry Division. The permit is free and includes an
on site inspection. An Urban Forestry Tree Inspector
will assure the proper tree location and help you select
appropriate tree varieties. This will ensure that the tree
provides the maximum benefit and requires minimal
maintenance in the future. A permit is also required

to prune a street tree. The tree inspector will assess
the type of pruning that is needed and issue a specific
pruning permit.
